Legal Practice Course

What is the LPC?
The LPC is the intensive vocational training course for those who intend to practise as solicitors. … Law School’s LPC is approved by the Law Society and the school is recommended by many international law firms … Our LPC has been designed in conjunction with eight leading City and International Law firms and was first offered in September 2001. This LPC will ensure that you obtain a head start when you begin your training contract. For those who are unsure as to whether they want a career in commercial practice, we have also developed specialist noncommercial elective subjects. Whatever you finally decide to specialise in, … Law School’s LPC is designed to maximise your potential.

Course Content

The course is taught using small group sessions (1–18 students) and large group sessions (maximum of 302 students). Approximately 75% of the course is taught in small group sessions. The course consists of three stages:

These subjects are developed throughout the later stages of the course.

Bar Vocational Course

What is the BVC?

The BVC is an intensive one-year vocational training course for those who intend to practise as barristers.  … Law School’s BVC is one of only eight worldwide courses approved by the Bar Council and is recognised as an innovative and imaginative course that is the market leader. Those who successfully complete the course will be eligible to be called to the Bar of England and Wales. There are 216 full time places available at … Law School.

Course Content

The course is very practical and prepares you for pupillage and practice. Approximately 96% of the course is delivered in small groups of 12 or less students and a lot of emphasis is placed on personal contact with tutors, on interaction amongst the students and on the use of practitioner texts. Students receive feedback on their skills on a weekly basis. Advocacy, conference and negotiation are taught on a weekly basis in groups of 6 students to one tutor, and all performances are recorded on video. They take place in one of our 7 mock court rooms. We regularly employ actors and members of the Bar to be involved in the skills sessions to add more realism to the exercises. Most tutors on the course remain in practice and arrange court visits for students.
